The Post Disaster Impact Housing Cost Estimation Guideline is the guideline for the technical and non-technical
officials engaged in post disaster housing damage recovery assessment process. If there is any
item/material/housing/toilet type not stated in this cost estimation guideline, should be consulted relevant

technical officials prior to the finalization of Post Disaster impact Housing Cost Estimates.

Definitions’ used in this guideline.

Housing Unit® - The following 3 conditions should be satisfied in order to consider a building unit as a housing
unit. Under the above three conditions, any building or a part of building or any structure whether permanent

or temporary such as huts, shanties, sheds etc., which are in fact used as place of residence were regarded as

housing units.

) It should be a place of dwelling of human beings.
(i) It should be separated or part of a row of houses.

(iif) 1t should have a separate entfrance.

Type of Housing Unit - The classification was made on the basis of the principal materials used in the
construction of the wall, roof and floor. In general, where the materials used were of the durable type like
bricks, cement, tile, asbestos sheets etc. the units were classified as permanent. Where the walls and roof were
made of cadjan, palmyral or other inferior or non-durable material the units have been classified as
improvised. Where mixtures of durable and non-durable materials huve been used the units have been

generally classified as semi-permanent. The following table shows the di:tailed scheme of classification.
